Chip and remove forest debris that has been gatlr&reenwater homeowners and
placed immediately adjacent to the roads and diaysvin the areas listed aboyd, NO
CHARGE.

Cut, chip, and remove forest debris from aroundviddal homes in Greenwater to
create defensible space.

Perform above work for those who are physicallybl@&o perform work themselves.
Tentatively begin project April, 2010 and continugil work is completed or funds are
exhausted.

Upper Lumpy Lane Shaded Fuel BreaKhis two hundred (200) foot wide shaded fuel
break, on DNR forest land, is designed to proteete@water from an approaching
wildfire. This shaded fuel break will also prot&iiR trust lands from a structure fire or
escaped recreation fire. The estimated size is(fyacres.

Lower Lumpy Lane Shaded Fuel BreaK his one hundred (100) foot shaded fuel break
utilizes the Lower Lumpy Road and the power linetonunity watershed easement to
protect the Greenwater Community and associate@dt&iUSFS forest lands. The
estimated size is four (4) acres.

Greenwater Fire Station and Community Hall Shadesl Break— This two hundred
(200) fuel break utilizes the Hancock Timber Roa&&D86 to protect the Greenwater Fire
Station, Community Hall, emergency heliport, horard associated forest lands. The
estimated size is nine (9) acres.

Crystal River Ranch Shaded Fuel Break{#) two hundred (200) foot wide shaded fuel
break utilizes the existing powerline right of wayprotect the Crystal River Ranch
community. The estimated size is four (4) acrésthirty (30) foot wide brushed fire
trail utilizes the property line boundary to prdtdee Crystal River Ranch homes,
community watershed and well site. The estimatee isi zero point six (0.6) acres. The
associated lands are a combination of USFS, Hantmckerlands, and Crystal River
Ranch residents.
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
